SALVATION

1. Free Atonement:  Jesus Christ died for the sins of the whole world.  He is not willing that any should perish. (2Pe 3:9; 1Jn 2:2)   [Presbyterians err]

2. Blood Atonement:  Without the shedding of Christ’s blood there is no remission of sin. (1Jn 1:7; Ro 5:9) [John Macaurther,etc]

3. Repentance + Faith:  Just believing is not enough.  The devils believe and tremble.  You must repent. (Lk 13:13; Acts 20:21) 

    [Lutherans,Methodists,etc err]

4. Not Works Based:  No good deed will impress God.  Our salvation is based solely on Jesus Christ. (Titus 3:5; Eph 2:8,9) 

 [Charasmatics,Lutherans,Methodists,etc err]

5. Eternal Security:  Once saved, always saved.  It is all accomplished by Jesus Christ, we just accept it. (Jn 3:5,6,16; Ro  6:23; Eph 4:30) [Charasmatics,Lutherans,Presbyterians,etc]

BIBLE

1. Preservation:  God said that He would preserve His Word forever.  Ps 12:6,7 [almost all err here]

2. King James Only:  The only English version available that is  without error, preserved by God, is the KJV.(Jn 12:48)  [almost all err here]

3. No Traditions:  We base our beliefs solely on the Word of God. (Mk 7:9) [Lutherans, Methodist, Presbyterians]

4. No Greek Needed:  We don’t go back to the Greek language to further explain the Bible.  We just need to study proper English. 

    (2Ti 3:15) [almost all err here]
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CHURCH

1. Local, Visible:  Not universal.  All of the 115 NT occurences of the word church(es) refers to local, visible, assemblies of born 

again baptized believers. [even most Baptist err here]

2. Independent:  No denominations.  Solely autonomous.  (Mt 18)  [almost all err here]

3. Perpetuity:  Jesus Christ began the first church, which begat other churches of like faith and practice.  There is an authoritative line of churches commissioning other churches to begin all the way to this church.  No authority, then no church. Baptist churches are the only churches today that have this lineage.  (Mt 16:18, Eph 3:21; Acts 13:3) [even most Baptists err here]

BAPTISM

1. Non-regenerative:  It is done after salvation.  It is soley symbolic. (Acts 2:41)[Lutherans,Methodists,etc err]

2. Membership Door:  One must submit to proper church baptism  in order to be a member of one of the Lord’s churches. (Acts 

2:41; 8:36-38) [Charasmatics, Lutherans, Methodists, Presbyterians, etc]

3. Baptist Only:  Baptist only baptism is accepted for church membership.  (Mt 21:23+; 28:18-20) [even most Baptists err 

here]

LORD’S SUPPER

1. Elements Symbolic:  There is no mystical presence of God in the bread or the juice.  It represents Jesus Christ’s broken body and shed blood. (1Co 11:24) [Lutherans]
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2. Closed Communion:  “Open” says that anyone who is saved can participate.  “Close” says that anyone who believes like you can participate.  “Closed” says that only members of your church can participate. (Jn 13; 1Co 11:2) [even most Baptists err here]

UNITY

1. Anti Ecumenical:  Ecumenicism involves churches and various “parachurch” organizations of different faiths and practices 

joining hands to try and accomplish some vaguely spiritual goals.  We only fellowship with churches of like faith and practice. [even most Baptists err here]

2. Unity via the Truth:  Our unity with others is soley based upon the clear teachings of the Word of God.Those that don’t believe similarly to us, we are to avoid. (Eph 4:3+; Amos 3:3) [most err here]

HOLY SPIRIT

1. Baptism of:  When the Holy Spirit was given to the church (Acts 2), it was to empower it.  It didn’t begin it or is this a repeatable experience to be sought after. [even most Baptists err here]

2. Sign Gifts:  These passed away with the arriving of “that which is perfect”, the completed Word of God. (1Co 13:9,10) 

    [Charasmatics, and various others]

ESCHATOLOGY

1. Rapture:  We believe in a Pre-Tribulational “rapture” of the saints. (1Th 4:13-18; Jn 14:2) [various groups err here]
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2. 2nd Coming:  We believe in a Pre-Millenial 2nd Coming of the Lord Jesus Christ. (2Th 2:3; Rv 13:3+; Lk 21:27; Mt 24) 

    [Lutherans, Presbyterians, Methodists err]

STANDARDS

1. Worldliness:  We are to avoid being friends with the world and giving the appearance of doing evil (TV,movies, gambling, alcohol, tobacco, etc). (Jm 4:4; 1Th 5:22) [Lutherans,

     Methodists, Presbyterians err]

2. Immorality:  We are to avoid sexual immorality (premarital or paramarital relations, “dating”, mixed bathing). (Titus 2:5; Is 47:2; 2Sa 11:2; Pv 6:25) [most err here]

3. Music:  We disdain the worldly, flesh stimulating music of the world (Devil).  We only us hymns, spiritual songs, and psalms.  

    (Eph 5:19) [even most Baptists err here]

4. Dress:  We promote non-worldy, modest, conservative dress. (1Ti 2:9) [most err here]
