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Webster, defines to "pervert" as “1. to cause to turn aside or away from what is good or true... 2. to twist the meaning or sense of: misinterpret.” This is a perfect definition of The New International Version (NIV)!
The NIV perverts the deity of Jesus Christ!
1 Tim 3:16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.   KJV

1 Tim 3:16 Beyond all question, the mystery of godliness is great: He appeared in a body, was vindicated by the Spirit, was seen by angels, was preached among the nations, was believed on in the world, was taken up in glory. NIV
This is the absolute clearest declaration in the Bible of Jesus Christ’s deity, and the NIV removes it!  Also, in the NIV, the "He" is a pronoun that refers to a noun or antecedent. There is no antecedent in the context! The statement does NOTmake sense in the NIV.

Phil 2:6 Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped,   NIV.

The NIV robs Jesus Christ of worship!
Matt 8:2 And, behold, there came a leper and worshipped him, saying, Lord, if thou wilt, thou canst make me clean.  KJV
Matt 8:2 A man with leprosy came and knelt before him and said, "Lord, if you are willing, you can make me clean."  NIV
In Matt. 8:2, 9:18, 15:25, 18:26, 20:20, Mark 5:6, 15:19 "worshipped him" is removed in the NIV.

Does the “blood” really matter?!  Oh yes it does!!  
The NIV perverts salvation to be based on obedience not faith!

The NIV perverts the importance of repentance for salvation!
Matthew 9:13...for I am not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance. KJV
Matthew 9:13...For I have not come to call the righteous but sinners. NIV
The NIV perverts salvation to be a process!
Mark 10:24 And the disciples were astonished at his words. But Jesus answereth again, and saith unto them, Children, how hard is it for them that trust in riches to enter into the kingdom of God!   KJV
Mark 10:24 The disciples were amazed at his words. But Jesus said again, "Children, how hard it is to enter the kingdom of God!  NIV
1 Cor 1:18 For the preaching of the cross is to them that perish foolishness; but unto us which are saved it is the power of God.  KJV
1 Cor 1:18 For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of 
God.  NIV

2 Sam 21:19 In another battle with the Philistines at Gob, Elhanan son of Jaare-Oregim the Bethlehemite killed Goliath the Gittite, who had a spear with a shaft like a weaver's rod.  NIV
The NIV promotes perversion!
I Cor. 6:9   ". . . effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind. . ." KJV  
1Cor. 6:9   ". . . nor male prostitutes nor homosexual offenders. . ."  NIV 
Here the NIV does not condemn "homosexuals" or the "act of homosexuality" - but only "homosexual offenders".
