Dead Orthodoxy

***dead remains of what once was a “church”:  history of Catholics/Protestants
***just following rules without spiritual nourishment
***carnality controls

Worldly Entanglements

***busy working all the time to pay off enourmous debts

***recreation, relaxation, renovations

Ignorance

***unaware of the importance of the church and its members

***doesn’t understand the Bible well, thus a lack of spirituality

Apathy

***when it comes down to it, they are more important than God
***a lot of talk about doing it, but never really follows through

***lack of care for godly things

Why Christians need to be faithful to their church:

***It is commanded

John 14:15(keep them)  1 Jn 5:3(not grievous)                    

                 Lk 6:46(Lord)   Hb 10:25(forsake not)

Church attendance should be a “no brainer”.

***It is the example given to us

***Unity of the body


Eph 4:3,13,16    We don’t grow or function well when 
                 some parts/members are missing.  We need to all 

                 be hearing the same things; i.e. reading from the same 
                 sheet of music.  We need to be encouraging each other 
                 to work together to get the “job” done.
***Logical 


A “member” is a part of a bigger entity.  It inherently has 
                 an important role.  The body doesn’t work 


     well with missing members.

The Church Covenant emphasizes faithful church 
                 attendance.


The 25/50/75 rule in the By-Laws:  less than 25% 
                  attendance = church discipline;  less than 50% 

                  attendance = no service;  less than 75% attendance = no 
                  positions of leadership

***The church desperately needs your help


Php 2:30 (lack of service)   Usually it’s 20% of the 
                 members doing 80% of the work.  The pastor needs 

 
     help!  There is so much that needs to be done.  There are 
                 so many opportunities to help.
***It is a great encouragement to the others


When members of a team aren’t there,it makes the others 
                  sad.  Just being there encourages everyone.  


 On Wednesday nights when there are only a few people 
                  present it is somewhat discouraging.
***You will be edified and will grow
