MISSION & CONSTANT FOCUS

Fulfilling the Great Commandment of our Lord Jesus Christ –

His last words with the church He started....this is what was on His heart and mind, and what He wanted them to definately understand.  He trained them all to accomplish this very mission, which is:
1. Ye (this church)  2. Go (activity, effort, constant)  3. To (beginning in Omak, then the surrounding areas, Washington, USA, and beyond)  4. Teach (gospel including repentance)  5. Baptize (scriptural, membership)  6. Discipleing (all things in the Bible).  [Mt 28:19,20; Mk 16:15, Lk 24:46-49; Jn 20:19-21; Acts 1:8].
We are to give glory to God by Christ Jesus in this church (Eph .......)

We are to worship God in Spirit and in Truth (Jn .....) –
He, thus, will not accept glory apart from Christ Jesus nor will He accept worship that is not via the Holy Spirit and His Truth.  If a church is not focused on what He was focused on then it reasons that there will be little if any glory given Him (Christ Jesus is interested in one main thing for us...this is the main source of glory for Him), and that no worship will be received (for the Spirit leads us into all truth, and these outstanding truths would be His focus also, for He testifies of Jesus Christ; also, He leads only churches of the Lord Jesus, not man-made ones).
This “mission” will be accomplished by the following ministries:
A. TEACHING (Eph 4:11,12; Col 1:28; 2Ti 2:2)
1.  Sunday School (Bible Teaching); Lord’s Day @ 10am - 

     Nursery, 4-8 yo, 9-12 yo, teens/young adults, adults.
     Jr.,Senior,Family camps.

2.  Ladies’ Bible Study;  monthly, outings, retreats.

3.  Mens’ Bible Study;  monthly, breakfast, outings, retreats.

4.  VBS;  summertime.

5.  Master’s Club;  Thursdays @ 7:15pm for 4-12 yo – lessons, 
     memorizing, doctrine, games.
6.  Bible Institute (College);  Lord’s Day @ 5pm for one course load, 

     other times for full course load (leading to a graduate degree in 

     Theology).

7.  Discipleship;  ABC’s of Christian Growth & Maturity – one on one, 

     and group discipleing.
8.  Family; each family having their own family devotion time daily.

9.  Personal; daily Bible reading and studying.
B. PREACHING (2Ti 4:2; Titus 1:3)
1. Lord’s Day;  11am and 6pm, for age 4 on up – exegetically (thru the 
    Bible verse by verse), topically;  Edifying and exhorting the body.
2. Conferences;  washington state, regional, and national meetings and 

    conferences every month.  Fellowshipping with other churches that 

    are likeminded.

C. EVANGELISM/MISSIONS (Mk 6:12; Acts 5:42; Lk 4:43; Mk 

     16:15; Ro 10:15)
1.  Local

     a.  soulwinning – Saturday @ 10:30am, other days each week as 

     directed;  to Omak, Okanogan, Riverside, Mallot, Conconully, 

     Reservation.

     b.  visitation – Saturday @ 11:30am; follow up on visitors; 

     ministering to the seniors, the sick, the struggleing.

2.  Abroad
     Primarily training and sending men from this church, secondarily 

     supporting men from other churches of like faith and practice.

     Primary focus on this county, then our state, region, country, 

     neighboring countries, and to the uttermost part of the world.

D. PRAYER (Eph 6:18; Col 4:3; 2Th 3:1)
1.  Corporate; every service, focusing on this great and noble mission.

2.  Family;  daily, focusing on the mission, and realizing that it takes a 

     spiritually strong family to accomplish it.

3.  Personal;  daily, focusing on the mission, and realizing that a 

     spiritually strong person makes a strong family which makes a 

     strong church to accomplish the Lord’s command to us.

E. GIVING (1Co 16:2; 1Co 9:14; 2Co 9:5-7,12)
1.  Tithes;  for the support of the pastor(s) primarily, and the church 

     meeting place expenses secondarily. 

2.  Offerings;  going to various ministry needs such as – missions 

     support, benevolence, bible institute, building project, ladies’ and 

     mens’ bible studies, teens, and sundry other needs;  all going to 

     furthering the ability to accomplish the mission at hand.

If we as a church are doing something that doesn’t directly support the accomplishing of the Lord’s mission for us, then that “thing” needs to be removed.  If we stay focused on this Great Command of our Lord’s, then we will both glorify Him and give worship to Him.  Anything short of this will give to us the same warning as He sent to many of the “churches of Asia” (Rv 2,3) that “I have somewhat against thee”.
