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2 Chron 31:11-12 Then Hezekiah commanded to prepare chambers in the house of the LORD; and they prepared them, And brought in the offerings and the tithes and the dedicated things faithfully: over which Cononiah the Levite was ruler, and Shimei his brother was the next.

Luke 21:1-4 And he looked up, and saw the rich men casting their gifts into the treasury.  And he saw also a certain poor widow casting in thither two mites.And he said, Of a truth I say unto you, that this poor widow hath cast in more than they all:  For all these have of their abundance cast in unto the offerings of God: but she of her penury hath cast in all the living that she had.

Mal 3:8 Will a man rob God? Yet ye have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have we robbed thee? In tithes and offerings.

*****These passages teach us several things:  an “offering” is totally different than a “tithe”;   offerings are brought to the House of God and “cast” as “gifts into the treasury”;  offerings are “of God”;  offerings are not measured by amount but more by percentage and sacrifice (penury);  if one chooses not to give an offering, then they are considered to be “robbing God”.  Tithes are “owed” to God and are treated like a “bill” that is due each week.  But, offerings are given voluntarily out of the generosity of one’s heart.  There is no limit to an offering, but there is to a tithe.  The offering is where God sees your heart and also where He pours out His blessings at the most.

BENEVOLENCE OFFERINGS

Luke 6:30-38 Give to every man that asketh of thee; and of him that taketh away thy goods ask them not again. And as ye would that men should do to you, do ye also to them likewise. For if ye love them which love you, what thank have ye? for sinners also love those that love them. And if ye do good to them which do good to you, what thank have ye? for sinners also do even the same. And if ye lend to them of whom ye hope to receive, what thank have ye? for sinners also lend to sinners, to receive as much again. But love ye your enemies, and do good, and lend, hoping for nothing again; and your reward shall be great, and ye shall be the children of the Highest: for he is kind unto the unthankful and to the evil. Be ye therefore merciful, as your Father also is merciful.Judge not, and ye shall not be judged: condemn not, and ye shall not be condemned: forgive, and ye shall be forgiven: Give, and it shall be given unto you; good measure, pressed down, and shaken together, and running over, shall men give into your bosom. For with the same measure that ye mete withal it shall be measured to you again.

Gal 6:9-10 And let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not. As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good unto all men, especially unto them who are of the household of faith.

*****This passage deals with giving an item to someone in need of it.  Not someone that is in “want” of it.  The “every man” here is both the friends you have and even the enemies.  The passage in Galations gives us a priority in giving Benevolence to the “household of faith”, which is at least other Christians, if not Baptists of like faith and practice, and might even be your own fellow church members.  It is different to some degree from giving to other Churches and/or their pastors, for this is given directly to the individual in need (whether saved or lost).  To be clear, this is even beyond offerings through your church treasury, and covers giving from you directly to them.  It is very proper though to give them through the church treasury which will help meet the need anonymously and collectively.  The promise to be claimed here is in verse 38.
MISSIONARY/CHURCH OFFERINGS

Also known as “grace giving”, “faith promise giving”, “missions giving”, “fellowship of the ministering to the saints”, and “collection for the saints”.
Phil 4:15-19 Now ye Philippians know also, that in the beginning of the gospel, when I departed from Macedonia, no church communicated with me as concerning giving and receiving, but ye only. For even in Thessalonica ye sent once and again unto my necessity. Not because I desire a gift: but I desire fruit that may abound to your account.  But I have all, and abound: I am full, having received of Epaphroditus the things which were sent from you, an odour of a sweet smell, a sacrifice acceptable, wellpleasing to God.  But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.

*****The Church is mentioned here as the one “communicating” to the Missionary (Paul)(aka “evangelist”).  The Church was to help meet the “necessities” that the Missionary had, and they were “sent” to him.  This giving was called a “sacrifice”, “wellpleasing to God”.  How will churches be able to follow this example by just using the “tithes” of its members?  The tithes are clearly shown to be used for all the aspects of the “House of God” and it’s “priests” (pastors).  Thus, extra giving (offerings) are taken up to meet these needs as they arise.
2 Cor 8:3-4  For to their power, I bear record, yea, and beyond their power they were willing of themselves;  Praying us with much intreaty that we would receive the gift, and take upon us the fellowship of the ministering to the saints.

2 Cor 8:11-14  Now therefore perform the doing of it; that as there was a readiness to will, so there may be a performance also out of that which ye have. For if there be first a willing mind, it is accepted according to that a man hath, and not according to that he hath not.  For I mean not that other men be eased, and ye burdened: But by an equality, that now at this time your abundance may be a supply for their want, that their abundance also may be a supply for your want: that there may be equality:

2 Cor 9:5-8 Therefore I thought it necessary to exhort the brethren, that they would go before unto you, and make up beforehand your bounty, whereof ye had notice before, that the same might be ready, as a matter of bounty, and not as of covetousness. But this I say, He which soweth sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and he which soweth bountifully shall reap also bountifully. Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.  And God is able to make all grace abound toward you; that ye, always having all sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work:

1 Cor 16:1-3 Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given order to the churches of Galatia, even so do ye.  Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I come.  And when I come, whomsoever ye shall approve by your letters, them will I send to bring your liberality unto Jerusalem.

*****The context in these passages in 2 Corinthians is “ministering to the saints”;  and these “saints” were not part of the Church at Corinth.  The saints were members of another Church who had a “Missionary” as its pastor.  For clarification, all “Church planting” pastors are indeed “Missionaries”.  They go to evangelize a needy area, baptize the converts, and teach them the Bible.  Thus, the giving here is to help needy Churches and their pastors.   This “Missions” giving has a few important principles:  only those “willing” gave;  they were to first “purpose in their hearts” what they would give;  their was a planning on the part of the giving Church members to meet a need;  pledges made by a Church were suppose to be fulfilled;  the giving was based on what “a man hath” and not on money they didn’t have, i.e. having $100 extra each month after bills are paid and pledging $200 each month to Missions;  the giving here is referred to as a “bounty”;  the giving here was to be done “cheerfully” and freely, not of  “necessity”.  The passage in 1 Corinthians 16 seems to be in the context also of Missions’ giving and thus teaches us to bring it weekly in an amount proportionate (or via percentage) to your prospering with things and money.  So, Missions’ giving should be principally done like the tithe, meaning as a certain percentage (i.e 1%, 5%, etc).  Also, included in this type of giving is special offerings to meet a special need of a Missionary and/or his Church.  The promise for Missions’ givers is that God will let you “sow” as much as you “reap” here, and God will make sure that you have “all suffiency in all things”.
